Lao Government Policy on Agriculture decision taken for 

development

Lao Government Policy on Agriculture is to ensure food
Security and promotion of a clean agriculture. Including
organic vegetables. To ensure achievement of plan, it is
necessary to conduct regularly pest monitoring in order
to be prepared for effective and timely pest control and
avoid pest outbreak. Because organic farming is an
environmentally friendly and expected to have a positive
impact on society, it is important for agriculture
production in Laos. However, the agriculture production
also have disease and pesticide. Farmer used to using
any chemicals in controlling pesticides and disease in
high dose. Therefore the using of chemical is increasing
rapidly recent year.



Policies adopted by DOA

· To give plant protection recommendations with Integrated Pest 

Management concepts and supporting sustainability of agricultural 

production.

· To supervise and monitor the standard of sanitary and phytosanitary

measures taken for agricultural export agricultural commodities.

· To monitor and ensure that pesticides used in food crop production for local 

consumption are in accordance with international food safety standards.

· To ensure that plant protection chemicals having minimum and not effect to 

human health and the environment.

· To preserve and maintain, as far as possible, the presentation conditions of 

agriculture system, which are in favor of IPM concept.
