HEPA summer for children under 15 is a pilot environmental educational program aiming at approaching a visual educational methodology, through which the school children are able to feel Nature surrounding them are their friends: the sound of breeze and stream, the touch of feet onto the land and the sound of forest leaves, the sound of creatures and birds singing, the smell of sunlight and cool feeling of water when touching the children’s skin. This natural world nurtures the children, inspiring them by having them experience from one feeling to another through breathing in and breathing out, on and on. Let the children to take action by their own feeling. Give them opportunities to touch soil, sand and seeds that are lying freely on the ground, and hear the sound of stream and fish swimming around. Talk with the children about what they feel from Nature. The instructor and students together close eyes and tell about what they have experienced within 30 minutes of playing with Nature. Then the instructor asks the students to draw (by memory) all the things they have practiced after 30 minutes of touching, observing and feeling with Nature. The children together work on drawing by discussing, sharing and contributing opinion until the work is completed. The instructor asks questions, such as: Can you ask the bird how the bird, soil, stream and sound think about you over the last 30 minutes.
